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Chairman’s Cup
The Chairman’s Cup will be given to the best overall performances (based on total points accumulated) by a service branch or SOCOM.

Background:
The scoring system from the 2011 Games will essentially stay the same for the 2012 Games based upon the investigation completed by the USOC Paralympics High Performance Sports Team.  It was determine that the most significant multi-sport or multi-discipline events weigh gold, silver, and bronze equally in order to determine an overall winner.  Exceptions are World University Games and the World Games where only gold medals are considered to determine the rank order of countries.  Based upon the precedence established at other national and international events all medals will be counted equally.

Scoring Procedure:
The number of competitors on each team is a predetermined number and is not equal for each service.  For the 2012 Games, athlete distribution is as follows:  Army – 50, Marine Corps – 50, Special Operations – 35, Navy/Coast Guard – 35, Air Force – 35.  Each medal will be weighted according to the team size.  Therefore, using the Army and Marines as a baseline, a medal for those teams will be weighted at 1.00 and all other service branch medals will be scored according to the table below.

The formula for the scoring of the Chairman’s Cup will be as follows: 
· Navy/Coast Guard, Air Force and SOCOM teams will receive a point value of 1.43/medal (one medal = 1.43 points) 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Army and Marines will receive 1.0/medal (one medal = one point)

Example:
An archery event is conducted with 25 athletes.  An Air Force athlete wins gold, an Army athlete wins silver, and an Air Force athlete wins bronze. 
Army receives 1 medal = 1 point towards the Chairman’s Cup.
Air Force receives 2 medals = 1.43 points for gold and 1.43 points for bronze for a total of 2.86          
                                                  points towards the Chairman’s Cup.


Per the General Rules, no points will be given toward the Chairman’s Cup for events that have less than three participants.

Points earned in the Ultimate Champion competition do not count as additional points for each service team and SOCOM.  As potential Ultimate Champions compete in their events, all medals won will only be counted for points towards the Chairman’s Cup.  Additional points will not be given to the service whose member wins the Ultimate Champion.
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
